On motion, Resolved, That a new township be and is hereby organized comprising all of township 26
north, of range 11 west, and all of township 26 north, of range 12 west, to be known and designated as
the Township of Blair, and that the first election be held on Saturday, the 27th day of April, 1867, at the
house of Timothy R. Stevens, in said township, and that A. W. Wightman, Thomas H. Clyde, and Wm. N.
Hess be inspectors of said election; Thom.. H. Clyde be appointed to post notices of the same.

On motion, Resolved, That this board now adjourn. Board adjourned accordingly.
